Vacation Bible School was a fun and unforgettable week, with over 
2,500 children participating across Littles, Thrive, and Kids. During 
the gospel presentation, 107 precious children responded—some 
prayed to receive Christ, others asked heartfelt questions, and many 
expressed sincere curiosity. Our team is lovingly following up with 
each family to support them in their next steps.

We’re also celebrating the generosity of our church family:  $11,000 
was given to help publish 1,100 gospel storybooks in Farsi, bringing 
the hope of Jesus to children and families in the Middle East. On 
Thursday of VBS week, we hosted a Party with the Parents, where 
over 300 parents met with our staff, enjoyed time together, and 
learned more about the heart of FBCW.

Praise God for an incredible Community Party on Sunday! We 
welcomed an estimated 9,000–10,000 guests and are grateful for 
a safe and impactful night of outreach. Behind the scenes, nearly 
300 people were involved in making this night happen, including 
160 volunteers, our full orchestra, and worship team. From traffic 
direction and greeting to setup, cleanup, fireworks, golf carts, and 
more, this was truly a team effort. Best of all, 250–300 individuals 
requested more information about our church. Please join us in 
praying as we follow up and connect with these families in the 
weeks ahead!
